Jesus’ resurrection brings new hope as He 
appears to His disciples, inviting them into a 

new way of life that celebrates God’s character 
and faithfulness. As we return to the story of 

Jacob and Joseph, we see that even in the midst 
of uncertain or unfair situations, God remains 

with us and at work for our ultimate good. Even 
in the face of deception, broken relationships, 

and unusual dreams, human failures cannot 
prevent God from working in our lives to 
ultimately bring healing and restoration.

What others intend for harm, God can use for 
good. Joseph’s journey, from being sold into 

slavery to rising as Pharaoh’s right-hand man, 
shows how God can work even in the midst 

of the hardest moments. It is a story in which 
forgiveness triumphs over betrayal, reminding 

us of God’s amazing grace. As we move on to 
Moses’ story, we see God at work once again, 

protecting his life and preparing him for a 
calling far greater than he could imagine. 
Through every challenge, God is present, 

leading them, and us, in unexpected ways.

As the Israelites suffer under Pharaoh’s rule, 
God hears their cries and steps in to rescue 

them. In an amazing way, God demonstrates 
that the gods of Egypt are no match for the 

real God, and leads the children of Israel 
to freedom. As the very gods and forces of 

nature that Egypt worshiped seemed to 
turn against them in the plagues, God leads 

the children of Israel out of their captivity, 
through the Red Sea, and toward a better 

future serving the true God. God still invites 
us to be a part of that journey as well.

In the wilderness, God protected and provided 
for the children of Israel, not just with manna, 

quail, and water, but with guidance and direction. 
As they journeyed to the Promised Land, they 

had much to learn and unlearn. God gave them 
the Ten Commandments and other instructions 

to shape their understanding of worship and 
freedom. Though they often stumbled, God 

remained with them, continually leading them 
toward the full promise of their freedom.

The Israelites’ journey is f illed with moments 
of failure and faith. From the failures of golden 

calf worship to the careful building of the 
tabernacle, God sought to lead them to a fuller 

understanding of faithfulness. Through the 
stories of spies sent to explore the Promised 

Land, to a donkey that speaks, to the passing 
of leadership to Joshua, we see how their story 

unfolded in unexpected ways. But, through it 
all, God remained faithful, and God’s people 

continued to learn what responding with 
faithfulness looked like.  

As the Israelites journey toward the Promised 
Land, they continue to experience God’s 

faithful presence, even in the midst of 
challenges. From the spies in Jericho to the 

crossing of the Jordan and the city’s fall, God 
meets them where they are, despite their 

limited understanding and need for growth. 
In the New Testament, we see Jesus, in a 

different time and place, patiently teaching 
His disciples, who also have much to learn, 

how to pray and understand that true victory 
isn’t found in defeating enemies, but in living 

in response to God’s grace.

Jesus, both through what He says and how He 
lives, reveals the depth of God’s love and gra-

ciousness to us. Thousands are fed in unexpected 
ways with a small meal, living water is offered to 
a Samaritan woman, and a conversation ensues 

with Nicodemus about God’s love and eternal life. 
Through the story of the Good Samaritan, Jesus 

challenges our prejudices and expectations, and in 
raising Lazarus, He demonstrates God’s ability, no 
matter how hopeless things can seem, to restore 
life once again. Each moment gives us a glimpse 

into the heart of God, and invites our response.

Jesus’ teachings and the words of the prophets 
reveal a kingdom unlike any other. He calls 

people to love their enemies, seek heavenly 
rewards, and live with a heart transformed 

by grace. On the mountain, Moses and Elijah 
appear with Jesus, encouraging Him and 

pointing to the ultimate fulf illment of God’s 
promises. The prophets had long anticipated  

the coming of the Messiah, and that hope was 
now being fully embodied in Jesus.

 For generations, God’s people had been 
anticipating the coming of the Messiah, and in 
Jesus, their hopes were realized! From His ear-

liest moments, we see how Jesus’ arrival had 
already changed everything, bringing hope, 

light, and salvation to everyone. Zechariah 
and John reach back into the language of the 
Old Testament scriptures to give words to His 

coming, and Jesus embodies it all.
